Statement on Holy Communion

The Lord's Supper is joyfully received here every weekend and on other holy days. At
the altar, our Lord Jesus Christ delivers His true body and blood to eat and drink. His gift of body
and blood, given in, with, and under the bread and wine, bestows tremendous benefits. His body
and blood forgives our sins, strengthens our faith, binds us to the Lord, and unites us with each
other. In this is life and salvation. All members of the Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod have
publicly confessed this sacred gift and its blessings and so are encouraged to commune. Other
guests wishing to join our confession and receive this Holy Sacrament are asked to meet with a
pastor before communing for the first time. When you have examined yourself according to
Christ's bidding (1 Corinthians 11:17-34), come to His Supper rejoicing, just as Jesus asks, knowing
that our Lord meets you at His altar with joy. Those coming to the altar for a blessing rather than
the Holy Supper are asked to cross their arms over their chest.

The word of the cross is folly to those who are perishing, but to us who

are being saved it is the power of God. For it is written,
“I will destroy the wisdom of the wise,

and the discernment of the discerning | will thwart.”

Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of
this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? For since, in the
wisdom of God, the world did not know God through wisdom, it pleased God
through the folly of what we preach to save those who believe. For Jews
demand signs and Greeks seek wisdom, but we preach Christ crucified, a
stumbling block to Jews and folly to Gentiles, but to those who are called, both
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Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. For the
foolishness of God is wiser than men, and the weakness of God is stronger
than men.

For consider your calling, brothers: not many of you were wise
according to worldly standards, not many were powerful, not many were of
noble birth. But God chose what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God
chose what is weak in the world to shame the strong; God chose what is low
and despised in the world, even things that are not, to bring to nothing things
that are, so that no human being might boast in the presence of God. He is the
source of your life in Christ Jesus, whom God made our wisdom and our
righteousness and sanctification and redemption. Therefore, as it is written,
