Statement on Holy Communion 

 The Lord’s Supper is joyfully received here every weekend and on other holy days. At the 

altar, our Lord Jesus Christ delivers His true body and blood to eat and drink. His gift of body and 

blood, given in, with, and under the bread and wine, bestows tremendous benefits. His body and 

blood forgives our sins, strengthens our faith, binds us to the Lord, and unites us with each other. 

In this is life and salvation. All members of the Lutheran Church–Missouri Synod have publicly 

confessed this sacred gift and its blessings and so are encouraged to commune. Other guests 

wishing to join our confession and receive this Holy Sacrament are asked to meet with a pastor 

before communing for the first time. When you have examined yourself according to Christ’s 

bidding (1 Corinthians 11:17-34), come to His Supper rejoicing, just as Jesus asks, knowing that 

our Lord meets you at His altar with joy. Those coming to the altar for a blessing rather than the 

Holy Supper are asked to cross their arms over their chest.

As a called and ordained servant of Christ, 

and by His authority, I therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of 

the Father and of the T Son and of the Holy Spirit.

And they said to him, “Rabbi” (which means 

Teacher), “where are you staying?” He said to them, “Come and you will see.” So they 

came and saw where he was staying, and they stayed with him that day, for it was 

about the tenth hour. One of the two who heard John speak and followed Jesus was 

Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother. He first found his own brother Simon and said to him, 

“We have found the Messiah” (which means Christ). He brought him to Jesus.
