All members of the Lutheran Church–Missouri Synod have 

publicly confessed this sacred gift and its blessings and so are encouraged to commune. Other 

guests wishing to join our confession and receive this Holy Sacrament are asked to meet with a 

pastor before communing for the first time. When you have examined yourself according to 

Christ’s bidding (1 Corinthians 11:17-34), come to His Supper rejoicing, just as Jesus asks, 

knowing that our Lord meets you at His altar with joy. Those coming to the altar for a blessing 

rather than the Holy Supper are asked to cross their arms over their chest.
